Wat (a UNESCO World Heritage Site) is located. Stay in the 

centrally located Sokha Angkor Resort (5 star). B, D 

 

Day 4: Siem Reap 

Today we will explore the stunning Angkor complex and learn 

more of the fascinating structures that make up this former 

capital and religious center of the Khmer Empire. Todayôs 

sightseeing begins with visit Banteay Srei Temple, which is  

renowned for its intricate decoration carved in pink sandstone. 

 

 

 
 

Continue to the Ta Prohm (aks Jungle Temple), one of the  

most popular attractions of Angkor. In the afternoon we will 

start with the Angkor Thom, where you will the Bayon 

Temple, one of the most significant temples of Angkor Wat. 

The highlight in the late afternoon is the world-renown 

Angkor Wat, where you may enjoy the beautiful sunset 

(depending on weather). B, L, D 

 

Day 5: Siem Reap / Chiang Mai  air 

Fly to Chiang Mai (via Bangkok). Stay in your centrally 

located Chiang Mai Plaza (4 star).   B 

 

Day 6: Chiang Mai    
Chiang Mai has a history of 700 years and known as the ñRose 

of the Northò. Today we will drive to the teak forest and visit 

the Elephant Training Camp, where you will watch elephants 

at work ï just unbelievable! (Elephant ride in the jungle as an 

option at additional cost). In the afternoon, weôll visit the 

Handicrafts Village, where you will witness local artisans 

making umbrellas, lacquer ware, silverware, teak-wood

The highlight today is a visit to Wat Pharthat Doi Suthup, 

where you will find Chiang Maiôs most important and visible 

landmark, Lord Buddha. Take an afternoon flight to Bangkok.

Palace which is the Thai royal seat of power and one of the 

worldôs most spectacular sights.

In the morning, we will visit Bangkokôs another famous 

temple: Temple of Reclining Buddha. Then we will take a boat 

on Chao Phaya River and enjoy scenes of life by the water.
